The set of cursors that is included with the CIGARCUR.ZIP file has been designed to replace the standard Windows 95 cursors/pointers.  To replace your current cursors/pointers, follow these simple instructions:

1. Be sure that all of the cursors in the CIGARCUR.ZIP are in the C:\WINDOWS\CURSORS directory.  You can do this by extracting them directly to this location or copying them there once they are extracted.  I strongly suggest WinZip, which can be downloaded from http://www.winzip.com.

2. Start the Control Panel and double-click on the Mouse Icon.

3. Move to the Pointers tab.

4. Under the title Scheme and click the Save As button.

5. Type in Cigar and click OK.  Under Scheme, it should now say Cigar.

6. Now you must change the standard Windows 95 cursors with the new cigar cursors.  To do this double-click each cursor, or select the cursor and choose the Browse button.  You will be presented with a dialog box, which should contain the standard Windows 95 cursors as well as the new cigar cursors.  Select the cursor that corresponds with the type of action to be performed.  These are the suggested matches:
